The Clerk confirmed that the relevant paperwork regarding the Precept Request has been
completed and returned to SDC.

5. Community Speedwatch

Clir Taaffe reported that, following the agreement at the last meeting to purchase our
own speed gun, the order has been placed, the payment been made and we are
expecting delivery by the end of January. There is a very small team of community
speedwatch volunteers in place and Clir Taaffe would welcome further members.
Anyone interested was asked to email the clerk to register their details —
clerk.sambournepc@aol.com.

Clir Moon reported that he had been in discussion with residents in Sambourne North
concerning the variable speed limits on the Slough, with particular reference to the
houses at the top end near the farm shop. Cllr Moon has spoken to ClIr Kerridge and
to WCC Highways but was informed that there would be no changes to speed limits
along the Slough for the foreseeable future. Clir Moon subsequently emailed
Warwickshire Police to request that they arrange to put their mobile speed camera up
on the Slough, particularly in the 50 mph speed area. He is awaiting a response.

6. Flooding around the Parish

Clir Taaffe reported that there were two main areas of concern in the parish:

Middletown, where the contractors have re-surfaced the road and tarmaced over the
drain. ClIr Taaffe has contacted WCC Highways and a site visit has been arranged to
put right the damage that has been caused.

Middletown Lane, from the Green down to Southfields. During the heavy rain after
Christmas there was torrential flooding flowing past the property of residents at
Southfields. WCC had previously repaired a drain but this had not solved the problem.
Clir Taaffe contacted Highways and he has been informed that it is intended to put a
camera down to ascertain the damage. Any issues will then be dealt with, which
should hopefully alleviate this ongoing flooding situation.

The top of the manhole cover outside Yew Tree cottage has come off, causing water to flood
down the road. Clir Taaffe has forwarded video footage of all areas and properties that have
been affected to WCC so they are aware of the severity of the problem.

In order to make identification of specific drains easier, the chairman has spoken to Clir
Kerridge and asked him to locate a WCC map of the drainage in Sambourne. Local knowledge
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can then be added to this map, which will be scanned and put on the notice board and
website.

The flooding outside Spinney Cottage in Oak Tree Lane has also been reported. WCC will
address the problem with the internal and external drains.

7. Proposal for the installation of a waste bin in Sambourne Lane by the cricket club

A quote of £375 has been received from SDC for the installation of a waste bin, plus a charge
of £114 per year to empty it. This seems expensive and the chairman has emailed SDC and
asked for a quote for SDC to purchase a bin which the parish council would collect and install.
Alternatively, with permission from SDC, the parish council could purchase and install a bin
independently. As no reply has yet been received from SDC the chairman will send another
email and it is hoped that the installation will be completed by the Spring.

An item was raised by Charles Farran:

1) The hedgerow/verge running from the pumping station to the new repeater sign
adjacent to the Middletown Gateway and actoss the bridge has still not been cut back.
2) The road painted ‘30’ speed markings at Little Paddocks and at The Oak House and the
road painted ‘40’ speed markings by the speed post as you approach/leave the Jubilee




junction have not been reinstated following the resurfacing to Middletown Lane in
November.

1) The chairman reported that the hedgecutter has been down Jill Lane in the last few
days and will be working its way down Middletown.

2) ClIr Taaffe responded with regard to the road markings. The road surfacing contractors
covered over them and did not replace them. Clir Taaffe has been in contact with
County Highways South, which was the team that did the resurfacing, and has had a
very positive response stating the work will be completed by the end of March.

12. Chairman’s Business
The parish council has been discussing the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee and are considering
planting wild flowers along some of the verges, possibly down Jill Lane and Middletown Lane,
where the verges are wide. We will be looking at this in the Spring, which we have been told
is the best time for planting and establishing a wild flower verge. The parish council will also
contact the Village Association to discuss any other plans to mark the occasion.
