Speeding Action Group

The Chairman has the data from the twin pipe recording unit, which he will print off and give
to Clir Joynes.

Dog Fouling

SDC has been without a Dog Warden since July 2017 but we are pleased to note that a new
Warden, Phil Rafferty, has been appointed. Dog fouling is becoming a major issue in
Sambourne and Mr Rafferty has agreed to visit and give his help and advice. It is known that
there are random dog foulers but also persistent offenders. If they continue, the offenders
will be visited by the Warden and a fine will be enforced. The Warden will also give advice
about the use of a trail camera, which the Parish Council are willing to buy if necessary.

Meeting with SDC Planning
More advice is needed regarding the planning process and it would be helpful if SDC could
provide more information and training. The Chairman asked Clir Hazel Wright if she would
be able to set up a training session in Studley with the Planning Department. This could be a
shared meeting with Studley Parish Council.

PIR Sign Repair
The PIR 30 mph speed sign has been out of order for over a year. After much negotiation the
Street Lighting Department agreed to repair the unit. We are pleased to note that this has
happened and the sign is now active.

The Clerk confirmed that the contract with Mr Gibbs has been renewed for a further 12
months.

Flooding in Middletown Lane

e Despite a visit from WCC Highways, the flooding in Middletown Lane is still recurring.
Clir Bond reported that the farmer concerned is unsympathetic to the problems and
will not agree to reinstate the ditch in behind the hedge. WCC Flood Risk Management
Team are going to visit Sambourne and carry out a survey and, if necessary, put
pressure on the farmer.

e The Chairman thanked Clir Rickhards for organising the repair of the drains, gullies and
pot holes in Middletown Lane.

Planting by the Greeen Box

The decision was made to leave the box as it is and review it in the future.

The road kerb has been damaged which could have caused
the gulley to flood down Sambourne Lane as far as the stables. Clir Rickhards would ask the
Flood Risk Management Team to look at this when they come out.

Two ambulances and a fire engine were deployed to the Trust Cottages and if it hadn’t been
for the sterling work of these farmers with their tractors and diggers, the emergency services
would not have been able to gain access. As a token of gratitude, the Parish Council
unanimously agreed to make a payment of £50 to each of these landowners.

It was agreed to leave the decision until May, when we will be in a better
position to look further at the condition of the chestnut tree. The Clerk was asked to put this
on the agenda for the May meeting.
